KDTC PERKS UPDATED

The Perks Committee, consisting of Jim Croteau, Scott Munn and Karen Stahr,
had as its purpose “...better recruitment and retention of instructors and
assistants.” The committee’s recommendations, with minor revisions, were
approved by the Board and will be effective on Jan. 1, 2008, on a one-
year trial basis. The new and/or revised perks are as follows:

Raise the amount of credits that can be spent per year to $450
Increase the amount of credits earned per class as follows:
Instructors from 50 to 65
Assistant Instructors from 35 to 45
Assistants from 34 to 45
Develop club t-shirts that instructors and assistants can spend their free class vouchers
on, number of vouchers to be determined (instead of having to spend them only on free
classes)
Remove limits on amount of credits per year that can be used for the miscellaneous
category of dog training expenses (e.g., books, dvds, subscriptions, entries at breed
club, clothes with club logo, etc.)
Raise the amount of time a member is inactive that results in freezing use of credits until
member returns to active teaching from 12 months to 24 months. Raise the amount of
inactive time that results in credits being wiped out to 3 years
Provide an extra (beyond that offered to regular member) discount on club-sponsored
seminars, the extra amount to be determined per event
