Ripley was found sometime in August of
2002, running on the side of the road
somewhere in Battle Creek. He was brought
into the Calhoun Area Humane Society. When
he got there, he was diagnosed with
heartworm and hook- worm and was
emaciated. The shelter called Golden Retriever
Rescue of Michigan (GRRoM) and asked for
help with him. That's where his Guardian Angel
came in. Grace Stevens went right over and
picked him up.

Ripley never forgot that it was Grace that bailed him out of jail. | could be training down at class and
he would be sound asleep. Next thing | know, my x-pen is moving across the room, and Ripley is
barking. I'd look up and see Grace coming in the door. Grace was Ripley’s foster mom. She brought
him to me to be groomed. He was terribly thin and very stinky. As soon as we put him in a crate, he
barked non-stop. | finally tied him up next to my table; that helped as long as | didn’t walk out of the
room. I'm still not sure what is was about him, but we connected right away. Grace came and picked
him up, and | thought about him every day for the next week. Finally | called Grace and asked more
about him. She told me his history and warned me that he was having some problems with
aggression. | asked her if | could give it a try. We agreed that | would board him while she was gone
for a week. He never went back to Grace!

Ripley challenged all of my training skills. Everything that | knew how to do didn’t work with him. He
was very insecure and fearful at first. He barked like crazy every time | left him. If | crated him, he
would rub his face until it bled, and scream at the top of his lungs. To save my roommates their
hearing, he went with me everywhere | went. He hardly ever barked in the car. | think he knew |
couldn’t get back home without the car, so | had to come back. He would over react to any kind of
correction. He reminded me of a kid living on the streets: fight first, ask questions later. It took some
time, but he learned to trust me. Then we had problems if anyone tried to move him away from me. |
remember one day my sister tried to get him in the other room, took him by the collar, and he started
snarling at her. As he learned that he could trust people again, he started to recover. Before long, he
loved everyone. Recently, he let my 11-month-old nephew crawl all over him and pull his ears.

| lost Ripley three weeks ago. It all started when | gave him a bath. He turned to greet a client
coming in the door and slipped. That night he had a swollen bump on his rear end. | called my vet,
but he was gone the next day. | took Ripley to a match on Sunday and he was fine... seemed a little
constipated, but otherwise fine. By Monday, he was black and blue between his hind back legs. We
went into the vet and had a full exam. My vet treated him and he recovered; the bruising went away.
Two weeks went by and he seemed fine. Then, on Monday, the 18" of February, he started having
trouble pooping. He would bend over and nothing would come out. This went on all day and by 7:00
p.m., we went in for an X-ray. There was a mass blocking his intestinal tract. He was scheduled for
surgery the next day. The mass was a cancerous tumor, too invasive to be removed. He never woke
up from the surgery. I'm very grateful that he wasn’t in any pain. | know now that the bruising was
from the tumor bleeding internally.

Ripley never complained or acted uncomfortable. | will miss him terribly. He was such a great
teacher to me. | use the things he taught me every day at work. He was a very special guy. | will
never forget all the gifts he gave me.
