   In reviewing and discussing this pro-
posal, designed as a 6-8 week required 
program  for those who wish to teach KDTC 
Pet Classes, the discussion in- cluded such 
class topics as: 

�  Knowledge of current class cur- 
riculum; 

�  Knowledge of alternate 
ways of teaching basic 
obedience exercises;

Are You Thinking About the UKC Premier? 

   We certainly hope KDTC members are thinking about the 
Premier, which is scheduled for June 12th-15th. KDTC’s Show ‘n’ Go  
on June 12th  at which a trainer rents 10 minutes of ring time, runs 
from 4:00-8:00 p.m.; during their ring times, handlers may be put 
through the entire set of exercises for an obedience level or may just 
do their own things or have some help from us for what they need. It is 
a “Day of Show” entry and KDTC will earn $5.00 per entry (Last year 
our entries were full by 6:00 p.m.). Marcia Johnson (phone 269-349-
3168) is in charge of the Show ‘n’ Go and she plans to have two 2-hour shifts; she will need 
some judges and 2-3 rings stewards per ring. Please call her if you are able to help. We also 
will need ring sweepers after the Show ‘n’ Go is finished. (FYI we will need to put our crates, 
etc. on the stage after our Tues. night classes so that the custodians can clean the floor before 
the workers from Roy Jones Dog Shows set up the rings on Wednesday, June 11th; this means 
KDTC mats and equipment will need to be taken up on Tues., June 10th. KDTC will be using 
the Premier mats and equipment for our classes on Wed. night, June 11th.) 
   Friday, June 13th, is the Invitational, which usually goes from late morning to about 3:30 p.m. 
or so. These folks don’t usually have any ring conflicts so it is the easiest Trial day. We will 
need a gate steward, a table steward and ring stewards for both rings on this date and we may 
need to sweep the rings after the show. 
   Saturday and Sunday, June 15th and 16th, are regular trials. If you are planning to show, don’t 
forget they are pre-entry. We will need the same number of stewards as above and will be 
happy to plan your stewarding around your competition entry. We will also need ring sweepers 
on Saturday after the trial is over. 
   Since KDTC began helping with stewards in the Premier Obedience Rings, beginning in 
2004, our Club has earned $1370.00, including $245.00 for last year’s Show ‘n’ Go, for our 
Building Fund. For those of us who love dogs, this is our opportunity to help the sport of Obed- 
ience (for me it’s a payback for all those who make it possible for me to show my dogs), have a 
sometimes hectic  but rewarding day and see some great dog/handler team work (and yes, 
you will see some dogs that you will truly wonder, beyond any dog can have a bad day, why 
they were entered; it’s a good reminder of how lucky we are to be able to train in the Kalama- 
zoo area where we have so many good instructors – especially in KDTC – who are able and 
willing to help us train our dogs). 

Please sign up as a steward at the Premier. We real ly, really need your help! 
Some folks are able to work more than one day, some  half a day, others a whole 
day. The UKC will provide lunches for stewards who work ALL DAY  on Saturday 
and/or Sunday, but they must know by June 1 st. We would greatly appreciate you
